PERSONS BEFORE COUNCIL: Pete Gordon, President of the Berkeley Springs
State Park Foundation, presented Council with Resolution 2019-05 which addresses
the upcoming grant requirements for improvements for the Berkeley Springs State
Park. Discussion was held concerning funding ideas and progress.
MOTION: To approve Resolution 2019-05 as presented by Berkeley Springs State

Berkeley Springs-Morgan County Chamber of Commerce Executive Director Lori
Hansroth updated Council on the Downtown Business Owner meeting. She informed
