REVIEW OF MINUTES: Meeting minutes of January 21, 2020 were approved by

PERSONS BEFORE COUNCIL: Community Co-Op Garden Group repr esentatlve
Melissa Schod requested that Council accept an agreement between the Town of
Bath and the Community Co-Op Garden Group (See attached). The agreement
pertains to the Town owned lot north of Town Hall for the 2020 gardening season.
MOTION: To accept the agreement and waiver of liability as presented with the
Community Co-Op Garden Group — Webster/Chapman — Motion Carried.
COMMUNICATIONS FROM MAYOR: A letter from Thom Rubel, Executive
Director of the Morgan Arts Council, requesting that a handicap parking space be
designated alongside the Ice House was presented. The Mayor referred the request
to the Public Safety Committee for recommendation.
The Mayor informed Council that the historic informational sign in the Town square
will have to be moved to accommodate the new Viet Nam veteran’s monument,

will be shown the job and specifications for bidding purposes soon.
STREETSCAPE: The next meeting is February 20, Bidding is being planned for
Phase IV Streetscape Project in the spring. Public Works Chairman Weber reported
that the western section of Congress Street will be repaved in conjunction with this
project.
