16. WATER WORKS: Chairman Chapman informed Council that Morgan County
Commissioner Sean Forney attended the last Committee meeting to renew discussion of.
the BSWW involvement in a future Rt. 522 water line extension project. The
Commissioner informed the Committee that there are grant possibilities available. Council
reiterated their position that they were not in favor of the project if it thr eatened water - -
service or rate increases. Finding an alternate source of water was encouraged.

The committee is continuing the search for a company to paint the Fairview Drive water
tank. Acquiring the ROWSs necessary for the Phase IV Water Line Replacement Project 1 1s
ongoing.
