BATH DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY: The next meeting is May 5th. Chief Tony
Link was presented to Council for appointment to the Authority.

PLANNING COMMISSION: Recorder Webster reported that a group headed by
Councilman Chris Chapman has formed to begin to explore the possibilities of
expanding the Town boundaries through annexation. It was discussed that a formal
study would be helpful in determining the financial and operational needs of the Town
and methods by which these needs may be met through annexation of property
currently outside of Town in Morgan County. Councilman Chapman will contact
West Virginia University Extension Agent Cindy Smalley to find out if the Un1ve181ty
can assist with such a study.
