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The restoration efforts at the Olde English Cemetery reflect the deep commitment of the Town of Bath to preserving its historical legacy. Central to this endeavor is the dedicated work of the Ye Towne of Bath Chapter of the daughters of the American Revolution (DAR), whose efforts to clear, locate, and reset gravestones pay tribute to the town’s earliest settlers and notable residents.
